How are Assessments Made?

To know if a child is eligible for early intervention
support, assessments are made by at least two
licensed professionals from different disciplines.
Providers will then work with family to create an
Individualized Family Service Plan, which will list
outcomes the family would like to see for their child
and what support will be needed to reach those
outcomes.

Whatis the Cost?

Early intervention services come at no or minimal out-
of-pocket costs to families of children that meet
program criteria. No child will be denied services due
to an inability to pay.
